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1. INTRODUCTION

A workshop on the “Sensitization of the main national stakeholders on
African Peers Review Mechanism — APRM” took place on 17 and 18
December 2008. The meeting was co-organized by the United Nations Economic
Commission for Africa (UNECA) namely the GPAD/APRM Unit, United Nations
Development Programme (UNDP) Dijibouti country representative, and the
Republic of Djibouti namely the Ministry of Foreign Affairs and the International
Cooperation (MFAIC). The meeting was the first of the kind to be organised at
national level.

Participants in the workshop consisted of Members of Parliament, Trade Unions,
Media, Civil Society (including Women and Youth Association), formal and
informal Private Sector, Public Sector, University, Political Parties and local
representatives including those from the inner districts of the country.

The United Nations Economic Commission for Africa (ECA) delegation was led
by Mr. Jalal Abdel-Latif, Chief, Civil Society Section and composed by Ms.
Hodane Aden Youssouf, Economist, APRM Support Unit, Ms. Loulé Balcha, Staff
Assistant and Mr. Guy Ranaivomanana, Development Management Officer,
Public Administration Section.

2. OBJECTIVE OF THE WORKSHOP

The ultimate objective of the workshop on sensitization is to contribute to
accelerate the effective launching of the process of the APRM in the country. The
workshop aims also at fostering the effective participation of various
stakeholders.
